2. I will make every effort to make every scheduled game. 
3. I will make every effort to attend each tournament. 
4. If I am participating with a town soccer team, I will set my first priority to 

attending my Caldo teams events. 
5. I will make all payments on time as agreed.

We make 
every effort to find the proper balance to a allow players to explore other 
interests.
